Subject: Consider and act upon a Resolution approving the reappointment of
Dr. Mark A. Gamber as the Health Authority of the City of Frisco,
Texas for a term of two (2) years in accordance with Section 121.028
of the Texas Health and Safety Code and authorizing the City
Manager to execute a Professional Services Agreement by and
between the City of Frisco and Dr. Mark A. Gamber for Professional
Services (FIRE / MP).

Action Requested: City Council consideration and approval of a Resolution
reappointing Dr. Mark A. Gamber of Frisco, Texas as the Health Authority of the
City of Frisco, Texas for a term of two (2) years in accordance with Section
121.028 of the Texas Health and Safety Code and authorizing the City Manager to
execute a Professional Services Agreement by and between the City of Frisco,
Texas and Dr. Mark A. Gamber.

Background Information: Texas Health and Safety Code, Chapter 121 specifies
that the City appoint a Health Authority, or a physician appointed to administer
state and local laws relating to public health within the appointing body’s
jurisdiction. Chapter 121 states that the appointed Health Authority must:

e Be a competent physician with a reputable professional standing who is
legally qualified to practice medicine in the State; and
e Be aresident of the State.

Staff recommends the reappointment of Dr. Mark A. Gamber, the current Local
Health Authority and Frisco Fire Department EMS Medical Director, to continue to



serve as the City’s Health Authority. Dr. Gamber has a medical degree and
Master in Public Health from the University of North Texas Health Science Center.
In addition to serving as Frisco Fire Department's EMS Medical Director, Dr.
Gamber is the EMS Medical Director for the cities of Plano, Parker, Murphy and
the Plano Independent School District. Dr. Gamber is employed as an emergency
physician at The Medical Center of Plano (MCP). Dr. Gamber is also a Frisco
resident.

A Health Authority serves for a term of two (2) years and may be appointed to
successive terms. We believe that at this time, Dr. Gamber is the best choice to
continue serving as the City’s Health Authority and recommend to City Council his
reappointment.

Alternatives: City Council could consider the following alternatives:

e Approval of the Resolution;
¢ Input towards the discussion as desired,;
¢ Deny approval and send back to staff with direction.

Financial Considerations: The Professional Services Agreement specifies a
monthly cost of $500 for Dr. Gamber to perform these professional services; the
annualized cost of the Agreement totals $6,000. This amount is included in the Fiscal
Year 2016-2017 Fire Department Operating Budget, EMS Division (13537000-68140).

Legal Review: Both the Resolution and the Professional Services Agreement have
been drafted by the City Attorney’s Office and are approved as to form.
